Main points of interest along the routes include the “James Bennett”
house where Stephen Spielberg filmed The Color Purple, the old chimney
of the Knox Inn in historic Sneedsborough, Long Pine Church — the oldest
deeded Methodist church in NC, a climb up the “Devil’s Backbone” near
Meltonville Church, and the birthplace of Hugh Hammond Bennett, father
of soil conservation in America.

The entry fee is $40 per rider ($35 if entered by Friday, Sept. 25). A
downloadable registration form is available at www.ansoncounty.org. On
the day of the bike ride, registration begins at 8 a.m. at First Baptist Church,
309 Lee Avenue, Wadesboro, NC. The ride will receive the “green flag”
at9:15a.m.
